STUCTURE

PRESENT PERFECT CONTINUOUS




examples

® | have been speaking.
® You have been speaking.
® He has been speaking.

A girl has been speaking.




TIME LINE

® Like present perfect but continually

— He have been working for three hours.




HOW TO USE

® CONTINUE TO THE FUTURE

— Tom has been living in Bangkok since 2008.




LOOK!

Verb used in this tense :

LONGER >>>

Stay / live / work / sit / stand / sleep / read etc.

* LOVE
* UNDERSTAND
* HATE

®* BELIEVE
