•  There is,are / There was,were 

– There is a cat in the kitchen. 

 

– There was much rain in Bangkok. 



•  This is / That is 
– This is my Ipad. 



•  Those are / there are 
– These are my trousers. 

 

– Those are not her belongings. 



•  Few, little, never, seldom, 
hardly,rarely,none,nobody,nothing 

–  Few people went to the cinema yesterday. 

 

– Nothing is new. 



•  One 

– One wants to be a good person. 

 

– One can’t be too greedy. 



•  No one, nobody, everyone, anyone, anybody 

– Nobody saw it. 

 

– Everyone wants to be happy. 



•  None of + Plural noun …………………. 

– None of the workers came on time. 

 

 

Except: None of us knew him. 



•  Tag deals with the main clause 

– He said he could do this. 

 

– He talks as if he were a doctor. 



except 
•  If 1st person pronoun is in main clause, Tag deals with 

the sub-clause 

–  I think he has gone. 

– We thought she was sick.
